Expansion of Aim High    
    Environmental Program
At a time when concern for the environment is reaching a peak, Aim High 
has introduced two important new elements of its Headlands Environmental 
Home program, which has engaged more than 1000 ninth graders in ecology 
education and habitat restoration since 1996.

In summer 2008, Aim High successfully replicated the Environmental Home 
Program in the East Bay and South Bay, serving students from Aim High’s 
Oakland, Redwood City and East Palo Alto sites. Aim High’s environmental 
programs have expanded outreach thanks to partnerships with East Bay 
Regional Parks, Huddart Park, Palo Alto Baylands, and the Golden Gate 
National Recreation Area.

On November 1st, 2008, Aim High celebrated the construction of its new 
Ecology Classroom, and 30-foot yurt at the original Tennessee Valley site.  
The yurt serves as a centerpiece for the program’s teachings on environmental 
stewardship and sustainable living. Funding from the Bothin Foundation 
made this possible.
